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The course will be an introduction to the Mycenaean Greek dialect and the texts written in Lineal B. The students will learn the general principles of the Lineal B script (use of syllabograms, logograms, abbreviations and other signs) and will get familiar with the main types of texts written in Lineal B and the conventions employed for their edition and classification. They will also be provided with an overview of the main characteristics of Mycenaean grammar (phonetics, morphology and syntax). The study of Mycenaean grammar will be done in relation to its Indo-European background and in comparison to 1st millennium Greek, specially the Attic and Homeric dialects, so that the students become aware of the main specificities of Mycenaean among the Greek dialects and its contribution to the reconstruction of Proto-Indo-European.
